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Tsung Yeh, Festival Director

Tsung Yeh joined the Singapore Chinese Orchestra (SCO) as
Music Director in January 2002. Under his direction, SCO
expanded its repertoire with innovative works such as Marco Polo
and Princess Blue — A Symphonic Epic, Instant is a Millennium-—
A Musical Conversation with Tan Swie Hian, The Grandeur of
Tang, Thunderstorm, Admiral of the Seven Seas and Awaking. In
2013, Tsung Yeh was awarded the Cultural Medallion, the
highest accolade in the arts in Singapore. He is also the advisor
to the Singapore Youth Chinese Orchestra.

As Music Director of Singapore’s National Day Parade 2007,
Tsung Yeh conceptualised a symphonic music structure with
supreme, textured virtuosity that incensed the national pride in
the air. His illustrious career spans beyond Singapore; he served
as the Music Director of the South Bend Symphony Orchestra
(SBSO) in the United States from 1988 to 2016 and holds the
esteemed title of Conductor Laureate by the SBSO Association.
His international collaborations include renowned orchestras
from San Francisco, Tokyo, Shanghai, and more.

In the realm of education, Tsung Yeh is a distinguished professor
at the China Conservatory of Music and a guest professor at the
Shanghai Conservatory of Music. He imparts his expertise
through conducting workshops and masterclasses globally, with
recent appointments including Principal Guest Conductor of the
China National Traditional Orchestra and roles in prestigious
institutions like the Jiangsu Centre for the Performing Arts and
the He Luting Chinese Music Research Institute of the Shanghai
Conservatory of Music.
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Wong De Li, Dedric, Associate Festival Director

Wong De Li, Dedric is the Resident Conductor of Ding Yi Music
Company and Music Director of the Asian Cultural Symphony
Orchestra and Nanyang Collective. A recipient of the National
Arts Council Arts Scholarship in 2014, he was featured in Straits
Times Scholars’ Choice in 2016 and served as a panelist for
Singapore’s Youth Action Plan in 2019.

Wong holds a Master’s in Orchestral Conducting from the China
Conservatory of Music, where he studied under Professor Yang
You Qing and Maestro Tsung Yeh. He graduated from the
Nanyang Academy of Fine Arts in 2007, majoring in Suona
Performance, with conducting mentorship from Dr. Tay Teow
Kiat.

He has guest conducted various ensembles, including the
Singapore Chinese Orchestra, China Sze Chuan Tian Zi
Ensemble, and Suzhou Symphony Orchestra, and has
represented Singapore at international arts festivals in countries
like China, the UK, and Australia. He currently holds key roles
with the Singapore Chinese Music Federation, Suona and Guan
Society of Singapore, and School of the Arts Chinese Chamber
Ensemble.
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Yang Xue, Festival Artist

Yang Xue is an erhu performer, professor at the Central
Conservatory of Music, and a doctoral supervisor. She is the
head of the Bowed String Instruments Teaching and Research
Department in the Chinese Music Department and serves as the
Secretary of the Party Branch for Faculty in the Chinese Music
Department. She holds various leadership roles, including
Director of the Chinese Ethnic Bowed Strings Association, Board
Member of the China Nationalities Orchestra Society, Deputy
Secretary-General of its Erhu Committee, and Vice President of
the Beijing Musicians Association’s Erhu Society. Additionally,
she is a visiting professor at Ningxia University and Raffles Music
College in Singapore, as well as a distinguished expert at
Qingdao Art School. Yang Xue is the Artistic Director of the
"Bows and Strings' Dance" Erhu Ensemble and a recipient of the
French Honorary Citizen Medal.

Known for her exceptional skill and musical expressiveness,
Yang Xue has been invited to perform at numerous events,
including the Netherlands' "China" Music Festival, Germany's
Schleswig-Holstein Music Festival, CCTV's New Year's Eve
Gala, and the Beijing Modern Music Festival. She has performed
extensively across Europe, the Americas, Asia, and Africa, as
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well as in various cities in mainland China, Hong Kong, Macau,
and Taiwan. As a soloist, she has collaborated with esteemed
orchestras such as the Royal Philharmonic Orchestra, Royal
Scottish National Orchestra, National Symphony Orchestra of
Ireland, China National Symphony Orchestra, Shenzhen
Symphony Orchestra, China National Traditional Orchestra,
China National Opera and Dance Drama Theater Orchestra,
Suzhou Chinese Orchestra, and the Hong Kong Chinese
Orchestra.

Yang Xue has held numerous solo concerts and lectures in
Beijing, Shanghai, Hong Kong, Japan, and the Netherlands. In
2011, she successfully completed a five-city solo concert tour
across China, and since 2012, she has presented six series of
erhu lectures and concerts at Peking University’s Centennial Hall.
In 2014, she led a nationwide tour of Yang Xue and the "Bows
and Strings' Dance" Erhu Ensemble Concert in art schools
across China. She has received multiple national and provincial-
level research grants, including the 2019 National Arts Fund
individual project.

She has hosted numerous erhu ensemble concerts, published
academic papers, and authored teaching materials. Yang Xue
has led her ensemble in exchanges with faculty and students
from art schools such as Tianjin Conservatory of Music, Nanjing
University of the Arts, Hong Kong Academy for Performing Arts,
and Xinghai Conservatory of Music, and has participated in music
festivals in Singapore, Malaysia, Canada, and beyond, solidifying
her reputation as a pioneer in the field of erhu ensemble
performance.
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“Bows and Strings’ Dance” Erhu (Huqin) Ensemble

The "Bows and Strings' Dance" Erhu (Hugin) Ensemble was
founded in 2009 by Professor Yang Xue from the Central
Conservatory of Music, who also serves as its Artistic Director.
The ensemble primarily consists of Yang Xue’s current students
and aims to develop performers' ability to listen to and perform
multi-part music, fostering a unique teaching philosophy that
combines solo and ensemble performance. The ensemble
primarily performs duets, trios, and quartets, featuring
instruments such as the gaohu, erhu, and zhonghu.

The ensemble focuses on building upon the traditional Chinese
hugin art form while incorporating Western compositional
techniques to expand the musical vocabulary of the hugin. It has
become the practical team for the Central Conservatory of
Music's "Erhu Ensemble Teaching, Performance, and
Composition Research Project’, and has participated in
numerous research projects, including the Central Conservatory
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of Music Research Project, Beijing Higher Education Young
Talents Program, Central Conservatory of Music Outstanding
Teacher Audio-Visual Production and Publication Project, and
Beijing Joint Talent Training Project.

The ensemble has performed a wide variety of concerts in
Singapore, Malaysia, Canada, as well as in regions like Hong
Kong, Macau, Taiwan, and numerous cities across China,
including Beijing, Nanjing, Guangzhou, Tianjin, Lanzhou,
Guiyang, Yinchuan, and Qingdao. The ensemble has been
featured at events like the Central Conservatory of Music
Anniversary Concert, Beijing Hugin Arts Festival, China Bowed
String Arts Festival, Malaysia “Music Bridge" Festival, and
Canada's "Haicang Dragon Chant" Festival. Notably, they won
the top award in the youth ensemble category at the 2019 4th
Singapore Raffles Cultural and Arts Festival and earned the
Silver Award in the Professional Youth A Group at the 2021 2™
"Dunhuang Cup" Chinese Ethnic Chamber Music and Ensemble
Competition.
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C-Camerata Taipei

Founded in 2012, C-Camerata was expanded in 2014 by
composer Chao-Ming Tung, pianist Jiang Ying, and pipa
performer Hui-Kuan Lin from its original piano trio formation
(piano/Jiang Ying, violin/Jiang Hui and cello/Chih-Hui Chang) to
include a blend of Eastern and Western instruments. The
ensemble began its mission to promote collaborative repertoire
between Eastern traditional instruments and Western
instruments, with the primary goal of elevating the interpretation
of modern music by Eastern traditional instruments. The current
lineup of the ensemble consists of Pipa/ Hui-Kuan Lin, Di/ Chung-
Hsien Wu, Zheng/Jing-Mu Kuo, Sheng/Lung-Yi Huang,
Piano/Mei-Ling Chien, Violin/Chia-Lun Chang, Cello/Chih-Hui
Chang, Percussion/ Wen-Ting Chen, Yen-Ting Chen, Conductor/
Tai-Chih Chen and composer /Artistic Director Chao-Ming Tung.
The members are all prominent performers in the country, well-
versed in both traditional and modern vocabularies, offering
diverse and rich interpretations.

As a locally influenced, exquisite and energetic Chinese music
organisation, Windpipe Chinese Music Ensemble is a registered
charitable organisation supported by the Hong Kong Arts
Development Council. Founded in 2003, the Ensemble promotes
Chinese music in the local cultural scene. From its traditional
Lingnan culture foundations to merging the aesthetics of the East
and West, the Ensemble lives up to its artistic motto of “small but
elegant, simple but refined” by presenting traditional and
contemporary works with a distinctive local flair.
